About the Keynote Speaker 
Chi-Cheng Huang, MD
Author of “When Invisible Children Sing”
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Dr. Chi-Cheng Huang, a 2nd generation Taiwanese American physician, is a leading advocate for marginalized and impoverished children in developing countries. He graduated from Harvard University School of Medicine in 1998. For the past 15 years, he has worked to secure safe housing and decent health care for abandoned street children in La Paz, Bolivia, and serves on a regular basis as a consultant to an international human rights organization.
As the medical director of the pediatric inpatient service at Boston Medical Center - Boston University School of Medicine and an instructor at Harvard Medical School, his research interests focus on the health care needs and socioeconomic risk factors of abandoned street children, studying their health care needs, and documenting human rights abuses. His advocacy work has been acknowledged with numerous awards and recognitions, and also led him to be nominated for the Reebok International Human Rights Award.

Dr. Huang has established a Bolivian team that maintains weekly contact with the children and co-founded Hogar Bernabe and Hogar Renacer, homes for street children, in La Paz, Bolivia. He is the president and founder of the Bolivian Street Children Project in the United States and Fundacion Bernabe in La Paz, Bolivia. Dr. Robert Coles, Professor of Psychiatry and Medical Humanities at Harvard Medical School, stated that the valuable and instructive work Dr. Huang did in Latin America belongs to the tradition of honorable and valuable medical work that Dr. Albert Schweitzer pursued in the early decades of the twentieth century. 
Dr. Huang has authored a book entitled “When Invisible Children Sing” describing his experiences with those needy children in Bolivia.

Starred Review. Do you see our invisible children?" writes Huang, at the conclusion of his touching and sometimes painful book about the street children of La Paz, Bolivia. Huang, the founder of the Bolivian Street Children Project and an attending physician at Boston Medical Center, went to Bolivia to work with homeless children when he was fresh out of Harvard medical school. Looking to fulfill a sense of Christian mission as well as to come to grips with some of his personal history, he committed to spending a year caring for homeless children in an orphanage. His ministry quickly expanded from daytime medical care at the orphanage to nighttime care for the children on the streets of La Paz, and it is these later stories that Huang tells. He gives only enough of his own story to let the reader understand his lens, but it is the children's stories Huang cares about. Told simply and without exaggeration, each child's account speaks for itself, demonstrating the humanity of those who are usually invisible. Always honest about his own anger, frustration, confusion and even his doubts about God at times, Huang inspires readers to reach out, even to just one child, and make a difference in a life.
